ISSUE STATEMENT

Council is asked to take action on an ordinance to amend Ordinance no. 20672 (temporary
establishment of “safe parking” and “safe tent” sites that are larger than allowed under section
4.816 of the Eugene Code, 1971) to extend its sunset date, through June 30, 2025. The proposed
Ordinance is included as Attachment A to this AIS. On February 20, 2024, Council held a public
hearing to receive community input.

BACKGROUND

Lane County's annual Point In Time count in 2023 reported 2,824 people who were unsheltered,
in emergency shelter, or in transitional housing. The Homeless By Name List (a more accurate
accounting of individuals who have accessed homeless services) shows the monthly number of
unhoused in Eugene continues to be around 3,500 in a city of some 178,000. After two years of
dedicated work by City staff and local service providers to add hundreds of shelter spaces, the
total available is around 1,000; less than a third of what's needed. Safety and sanitation have been
consistent concerns.

On April 12, 2021, staff provided Council with an action plan for the Unhoused Response. The plan
included creating a centralized response for critical tasks including the management of temporary
urban camps, coordinating staff response to unsanctioned encampments, reducing impacts to
neighborhoods and businesses, expanding outreach to unhoused people, and developing some
200 “Safe Parking” and 300 “Safe Tent” sites. Between July 2021 and March 2023, staff worked
with social service partners to deploy 186 shelter beds and an additional 55 vehicle camping spots
across five locations-- known collectively as Safe Sleep sites. Opening these sites absorbed the
City’s one-time funds for new shelter of this type. Remaining one-time resources were preserved
to extend the operational viability of these sites, over developing additional sites.

During the period of Safe Sleep site development, the State passed House Bill 3395 (also known as
the “super siting” designation: ORS 197.782) that requires the City to approve an application for
an Emergency Shelter regardless of state or local land use laws. Two former Safe Sleep sites
secured super siting designations. (See Attachment B for more information on individual shelters.)

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The City’s Safe Sleep sites program has been successfully providing shelter and stability to
community members experiencing homelessness since 2021. The recently announced State All In
continuation funding will enable the three remaining Safe Sleep sites (410 Garfield, Tom Campbell
at Chase Commons, and indirectly 310 Garfield) to continue operation into Fiscal Year 2025
(FY25). Council approval to extend the sunset date in the ordinance is needed for the City to
extend operations and utilize the State All In funding. See Attachment B for a summary of the sites
and outcomes to date.

Safe Sleep Site Funding

The Safe Sleep site initiative was initially funded with a combination of one-time City general fund
enabled through a direct federal American Rescue Plan (ARPA) allocation, a State Grant for shelter
operations, and an ARPA pass through grant from Lane County. Prior to Fiscal Year 2024 (FY24),
these dollars funded shelter operations (site management and infrastructure). Lane County
supported limited Safe Sleep sites services through separate contracts with additional providers.

In Spring 2023, the City was awarded $2.4 million through Lane County as part of the State’s “ALL
IN” homelessness response. With these funds, the City is funding operations and navigation
services for a total of 228 emergency shelter beds by a) upgrading two Safe Sleep sites to meet
emergency shelter criteria, b) adding 36 beds to existing shelters, and c) developing two
additional emergency shelters: Opportunity Village, which moved to the previously approved Rosa
Safe Sleep site location, and a new Carry It Forward shelter, Sand Box, across Highway 99 from the
Lindholm Service Station. (The vehicle shelter at 310 Garfield does not qualify for State All In
funding.)

Through the combination of already awarded All In funds, anticipated continuation funds from the
State, limited one-time existing grant funds, and achieved operational efficiencies, these shelters
have funding to operate into FY25. The City is awaiting details from the State and Lane County on
continuation funding. The City continues to seek outside funds to supplement limited one-time
existing grant funds in order to continue shelter operations and support services for all shelter
sites, including continued State legislative requests.

Extension of Ordinance

The Safe Sleep site program has been an important tool in our community’s response to
homelessness. The community benefits from more than 200 people being off the streets, and those
site occupants stand a much better chance of staying off the street and gaining stability because of
Safe Sleep sites (Attachment B provides summary outcome data). With operational funding likely
available from the State’s ALL IN continuation into FY25, Council can consider extending the Safe
Parking and Safe Tent site ordinance to July 30, 2025. The proposed, amended ordinance is
included in Attachment A. Council approved the original ordinance on April 28, 2021 to establish
the Safe Parking and Safe Tent sites, which became known collectively as Safe Sleep sites and
amended the ordinance on July 25, 2022 (both of which are in Attachment C).

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RELATED CITY POLICIES

Strategic Plan

Extending the sunset date for the Safe Sleep Site ordinance aligns with Council’s key focus area:
Urgent Community Needs—mitigating the impacts of homelessness. It further aligns with Council's
desired outcome related to increased access and options to housing and shelter.

Housing Implementation Pipeline (HIP)
Goal Related to Safe Sleep site spaces: Expand the number of Safe Sleep site spaces to a total of 500
in the first year of the HIP (Fiscal Year 2023 (FY23)).

Development and operation of the Safe Sleep sites that Council approved prior to the start of the
HIP period (July 1, 2023) absorbed the City’s one-time funds for new shelter of this type and
resulted in 261 spaces in operation at the end of FY23. The current focus is on stabilizing ongoing
operating funds for the existing sites. Significant new funds would be necessary to develop and
operate additional Safe Sleep sites to meet the HIP 2-year goal. (After the FY24 planned expansion
at Everyone Village using state All In funds, the number of spaces needed to meet the HIP goal
would be 229 spaces.)

SAFE SLEEP SITES AND OUTCOMES TO DATE

Eugene's Safe Sleep sites were started at a time when other shelter spaces were being reduced,
and they have continued to play a critical role in expanding shelter options at a time when the
number of unsheltered individuals in Eugene are more than three times the number of available
shelter spaces.

The Safe Sleep site program is more than a drop-in shelter. Sites offer additional health and social
services from local providers, as well as case management and housing navigation, and are
programmed to provide a feeling of safety and community that helps occupants improve stability.
In turn, occupants stay at the sites longer on average than drop-in shelter, which means those
individuals are not adding to the impacts of unsanctioned camping and are also in a better
position to be placed in available housing.

OPERATIONAL SUCCESS

Staff have observed that Safe Sleep sites are successful on several fronts:

e More than 350 unique individuals have benefited from clean, safe shelter that would not
have existed otherwise.

e Each of the sites offers connections to services (medical, mental and behavioral health,
skill-building, etc.), giving occupants a direct line to other resources that would be difficult
or impossible to realize with people living on the street.

e Turnover of occupants at the sites has been minimal, especially compared to typical low-
barrier shelters; this indicates strong and stable shelter operation and a population eager
for assistance and able and willing to follow site standards.

The sites fill an important role in the shelter and service continuum among emergency shelters
like St. Vincent de Paul's Dawn to Dawn program or The Eugene Mission’s rescue beds, and more
programmatic models like Rest Stops or The Eugene Mission's long-term programes.

The rates of occupants exiting to housing are limited by the scarcity of housing available for
programs supporting the unhoused, and the affordability of housing in Eugene generally. Exit
types other than to housing include when people move to transitional housing, staying with
acquaintances, into other shelter, or institutionalization.

In addition to the specific outcomes above, the Safe Sleep Site program has had a significant
impact on the broader homeless service system and the City's efforts to mitigate the impacts of
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homelessness. The table below demonstrates a significant decrease system-wide in the number
of people accessing shelter who exit those shelters and return to homelessness.

Successfully maintaining people in shelters prolongs their structured experiences as they work
toward housing. Residents can reliably work with service providers and continue their forward
trajectory without having to scramble to maintain basic needs. Moreover, in addition to
supporting individuals” housing goals, the community environment cultivated within Safe Sleep
Sites reconnects residents with notions of community accountability that have positive
implications and mitigate impacts of homelessness.

PROGRAM BACKGROUND

Responding to an increase in public space unsanctioned camping during the COVID-19 pandemic,
and a loss of congregate shelter space resulting from public health restrictions, City Council seta
goal in April 2021 for development of 300 "safe tent" spaces and 200 "safe parking" spaces. This
effort became referred to as the "Safe Sleep site" project. Between July 2021 and March 2023, staff
worked with social service partners to deploy 186 shelter beds and an additional 55 vehicle
camping spots across five locations—known collectively as Safe Sleep sites. Opening these sites
absorbed the City’'s one-time funds for new shelter of this type. Remaining one-time resources
were preserved to extend the operational viability of these sites, over developing additional sites.

City staff convened a group of social service providers for a six-week meeting series in May 2021
to collaborate on site design, management plans, critical services, and provider capacity for the
new Safe Sleep sites. The series then shifted to more focused conversations with the providers
who expressed an interest in either operating Safe Sleep sites or providing services to individuals
living there.

Those planning efforts, in coordination with surveys of the people staying at the temporary camps
at Washington Jefferson Park and 13th Avenue at Chambers Street, helped inform the
development of site plans, management strategies and specific services for Safe Sleep sites. The
detailed research and collaboration served as the template for creating site plans for Safe Sleep
sites equipped with portable restrooms (including ADA accessible units), hand-washing stations,
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trash containers, fencing, covered warming/cooling/meeting spaces, potable water, electrical
power, wi-fi, and food preparation/eating areas.

During 2021, staff identified locations for the sites, oversaw site modification and construction,
and worked with providers to prepare programs for operation. The first site opened in October
2021, with four others following in the next 17 months.

A decision was made to close the Rosa site in August 2023, after operating for more than a year,
because property owner Square One Villages needed to occupy the space for its own Opportunity
Village program (which itself had to relocate from City property slated for other development). All
Rosa occupants were successfully relocated to other local shelter programs by City staff and the
consortium of shelter operators the City convenes.

OPERATIONS

Operating entities are responsible for intake, managing the social dynamics of the sites and
compliance with rules and community agreements, coordinating site infrastructure, managing
relationships with and being responsive to neighbors, and coordinating with the City and other
partners. The City provides funding through contracts with site operators and addresses site
infrastructure needs as well as public safety concerns at or near sites.

USER EXPERIENCE

In 2022, City staff interviewed focus groups of occupants of 310 Garfield, 410 Garfield and
Everyone Village, to hear feedback on user experience for the facilities. The near-unanimous
consensus is that residents strongly appreciated the dignity, privacy, and sense of community at
the sites, that they vastly prefer the Safe Sleep sites to congregate shelters, and that they want to
use the sites as the launchpad for their stability and recovery efforts.

The City Council of the City of Eugene finds as follows:

A. Section 4.816 of the Eugene Code, 1971 (EC) sets forth various types of overnight
sleeping arrangements that are permitted throughout the City when certain conditions are met.
Some of the permitted overnight sleeping arrangements are permitted outright and others require
the City Council to approve the location. Whether outrighted permitted or approved by the City
Council, the permitted overnight sleeping authorized by EC 4.816 is capped at the number of
allowed vehicles (which includes RVs, tents, and Conestoga huts) ranging from 1 to 20.

B. The City is experiencing an increase in the number of individuals living in campers,
trailers, cars, and tents in locations that are not intended for that purpose. This often results in
unsanitary and unsafe conditions for unhoused residents and for the surrounding community,
particularly the nearby businesses and residences. Additional options are needed for these
individuals to lawfully park their vehicles or set up their tents.

C. The City’s car camping and rest stop programs, which limit the number of allowed
vehicles/huts to six and twenty, respectively, are proven successes and are essential options for
the unhoused. However, to effectively address the large number of vehicles and tents that are
an immediate health and safety concern, there is a need for temporary sites that can
accommodate more vehicles and tents/huts than currently allowed by EC 4.816. The need for
these larger sites where people can temporarily sleep overnight in parked vehicles and erected
tents, is acute and immediate.

D. Temporarily allowing for the establishment of sites that will accommodate a larger
number of vehicles or tents than currently allowed by EC 4.816, should be immediately
established and remain in effect until May 1, 2023.

NOW, THEREFORE,
THE CITY OF EUGENE DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The following provisions are adopted to temporarily allow the establishment
of Safe Parking sites and Safe Tent sites.

Safe Parking Sites. Notwithstanding any other provision of the Eugene Code, 1971, a
group of up to 60 vehicles being used for overnight sleeping may temporarily park on
property authorized by motion of the City Council for that use. For purposes of this
provision, the term “vehicle” includes a car, camper, or trailer. Depending on the size of
the property, the City Council may authorize the co-location of multiple groups. In addition

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to any conditions imposed by the City Council at the time of site approval to address site-
specific issues, all Safe Parking sites authorized and established pursuant to this
Ordinance shall have adequate garbage collection, toilets, handwashing stations, and
potable water, with a goal of providing renewable power at all sanctioned sites.

Safe Tent Sites. Notwithstanding any other provision of the Eugene Code, 1971, a group
of up to 40 tents, or approved hut-structures, being used for overnight sleeping may be
temporarily erected on property authorized by motion of the City Council for that use.
Depending on the size of the property, the City Council may authorize the co-location of
multiple groups. In addition to any conditions imposed by the City Council at the time of
site approval to address site-specific issues, all Safe Tent sites authorized and established
pursuant to this Ordinance shall have adequate garbage collection, toilets, handwashing
stations, and potable water, with a goal of providing renewable power at all sanctioned
sites.

Section 2. When a Safe Parking site is authorized and established pursuant to this
Ordinance, those vehicles unlawfully parked on City right-of-way in West Eugene shall be
prioritized for occupying spaces at the Safe Parking site. When a Safe Tent site is authorized
and established pursuant to this Ordinance, those tent campers at 13th and Chambers and in
Washington-Jefferson Park shall be prioritized for occupying spaces at the Safe Tent site.

Section 3. The City Manager may adopt rules pursuant to EC 2.019 to regulate the Safe
Parking sites and Safe Tent sites established pursuant to this Ordinance.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall sunset and be repealed on May 1, 2023, unless
extended or made permanent by future Council action.

Section 5. Due to the immediate need to address the significant increase in vehicular
living and unsanctioned erection of tent camps occurring throughout the community by
establishing lawful sites to park vehicles or erect tents, an emergency is declared to exist that
cannot be addressed by the ordinance adoption procedures in Section 28(1) of the Eugene
Charter of 2002. Prior to the adoption of this Ordinance, the City Council unanimously agreed to
proceed with consideration of this Ordinance with an abbreviated notice of the public hearing date.

Section 6. As this matter has been declared an emergency, pursuant to the provisions of

Section 32(2) of the Eugene Charter of 2002, with the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the

ISSUE STATEMENT

The purpose of this public hearing is to consider amendments to Section 5.005 of the Eugene Code
(EC), 1971 by re-adopting the state’s statutory traffic code provisions. This proposed amendment
updates the Eugene Code to include changes made during the 2021 and 2023 sessions by the
Oregon State Legislature. Because EC 5.005 has not been updated since 2020, the ordinance
provides for an immediate effective date. Additionally, staff is requesting that the Council consider
taking action on the same night as the public hearing so that the traffic laws that went into effect on
January 1, 2024, can be prosecuted in the Eugene Municipal Court. The unanimous consent of
Council is required to take action the same evening as the public hearing and, for the ordinance to
take immediate effect, requires an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council on the ordinance.

BACKGROUND

Eugene Code 5.005, State Traffic Laws, incorporates by reference state statutory traffic laws, so that
violations of state traffic laws are offenses against the City and, therefore, prosecutable in Eugene
Municipal Court. EC 5.005 must be regularly re-adopted to incorporate any changes the Oregon
State Legislature made to state traffic laws during its legislative session. For example, during the
legislature’s 2023 session, it adopted House Bill (HB) 2316, amending state traffic law to, in part,
expand the offense of driving while under the influence of intoxicants to include any intoxicant that,
when taken into the human body, impairs the ability of a person to safely operate a vehicle. HB
2316 took effect on January 1, 2024; in order for an offense of HB 2316 to be prosecuted in
municipal court the Council must re-adopt EC 5.005 to incorporate the state’s expanded Driving
Under the Influence of Intoxicants (DUII) law.

Historically, each biennium, the City Council updates the Eugene Code to ensure that the Code
provisions are consistent with state legislative changes to the Oregon Vehicle Code. EC

5.005 was last updated on July 20, 2020. Since that time, the Legislative Assembly has made
changes to the Oregon Vehicle Code, including HB 2316, necessitating an amendment to EC
5.005 in order to maintain consistency between state statutes and the Eugene Code.

THE CITY OF EUGENE DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1. Section 5.005 of the Eugene Code, 1971, is amended to provide:

5.005 State Traffic Laws. The provisions of ORS Chapters 801, 802, 803, 805, 806, 807,
809, 810, 811, 813, 814, 815, 816, 818, 819, 820, 821, 822, 823, 825 and OAR
740.100.0010 issued thereunder, and Chapter 153, except for ORS 153.019, ORS
153.020, and ORS 153.021, are hereby adopted, and violations thereof shall
constitute an offense against the city.

Section 2. The City Recorder, at the request of, or with the concurrence of the City
Attorney, is authorized to administratively correct any reference errors contained herein or in other
provisions of the Eugene Code, 1971, to the provisions added, amended or repealed herein.

Section 3. As a result of certain Bills that passed during the 2021 and 2023 Legislative
Sessions, many of which have already become effective, it is necessary to amend the City Code
provision relating to State Traffic Laws immediately. Therefore, pursuant to the provisions of
Section 32(2) of the Eugene Charter of 2002, with the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the
members of the City Council, this Ordinance shall become effective upon adoption by the Council

and approval by the Mayor, or passage over the Mayor’s veto.

ISSUE STATEMENT

The City Council will hold a required public hearing to consider an ordinance concerning the
annual withdrawal of annexed land from special service districts. The City Council may also
choose to take action on the ordinance following the public hearing.

BACKGROUND

State law and local code require properties that are annexed to cities to withdraw from special
service districts through a process separate from the annexation of those properties. When
annexed properties are withdrawn from special districts, the City assumes responsibility for
providing the services formerly provided by the special districts, such as fire protection and water
service, and the properties are included on the City tax roll, instead of the tax roll for the special
service district.

Withdrawals come before the City Council on an annual basis. Properties annexed during the
previous year are batched together to facilitate this process. The 2024 withdrawal ordinance
addresses the eight properties that were annexed to the City of Eugene in 2023.

The special districts affected by this year’s annexations are the Lane Fire Authority; River Road
Park & Recreation District; River Road Water District; Santa Clara Rural Fire Protection District;
Santa Clara Water District; Willakenzie Rural Fire Protection District; and Willamalane Park and
Recreation District.

Withdrawals from special districts are reviewed by the City Council through a public hearing
process, consistent with state law and Eugene Code requirements. After the public hearing, the
City Council will be asked to determine whether the withdrawals meet the approval criterion
established by state law and the Eugene Code; the only approval criterion is that the City “shall
determine whether the withdrawal is in the best interest of the city” (Eugene Code section
9.7835).

February 26, 2024 Meeting - [tem 5
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The attached ordinance (see Attachment A) describes the affected properties and withdraws them
from the identified special districts. If the withdrawals are found to be in the City’s best interest,
the ordinance should be adopted to make the withdrawals effective.

Withdrawals are time sensitive. State law provides that, if certain withdrawals are not approved
prior to March 31, the withdrawal does not become effective until July 1 of the following year (i.e.,
2025 for these properties). This delay would mean that the properties will remain on the tax roll
of the special service districts that no longer provide services to the property for more than a year.
Approving the withdrawal ordinance prior to March 31, 2024, will result in the withdrawals
taking effect on July 1, 2024, and those properties being included on the City tax roll immediately
thereafter.

The public hearing on this ordnance was originally scheduled for January 16, 2024, to allow ample
time for the Council to take action at a separate meeting and still meet the state law withdrawal
deadlines discussed above. However, the City was forced to cancel the January 16, 2024 public
hearing due to the January ice storm and the hearing on this item was postponed until February
26, 2024. The Eugene Charter allows the Council to take action on an ordinance on the same night
as a public hearing with the unanimous consent of the Council. If the Council chooses to take
action on the withdrawal ordinance following the public hearing, it will ensure that the ordinance
is both approved and effective prior to March 31, 2024.

Public notice of the hearing was published and posted as required by state law and Eugene Code
requirements, including notice to the affected special service districts. Staff will provide any
written testimony to City Council. The inclusion of these properties on City tax rolls and
withdrawal from the identified special districts is anticipated by the property owners as well as by
the special districts as part of the annexation process.

Legal descriptions and maps showing the location of each annexed property subject to withdrawal
from special service districts are included as Exhibits A through H of the withdrawal ordinance
attached as Attachment A to this Agenda Item Summary (AIS).

PREVIOUS COUNCIL DIRECTION
Withdrawals of recently annexed properties from special districts are routinely batch-processed
on an annual basis.

COUNCIL OPTIONS

City Council may consider the following options:

1. Approve the withdrawals by ordinance in a single meeting following the public hearing;

2. Approve the withdrawals with specific modifications to the proposed ordinance as determined
by the City Council, in which case the amended ordinance will need to be adopted at a later
meeting;

4. Delay action on the ordinance until the March 11, 2024, City Council Meeting

The City Council of the City of Eugene finds that:

A. Notice of the proposed withdrawal of real property which has been annexed to the City, but
is currently contained within the boundaries of the River Road Park & Recreation District; River Road Water
District; Santa Clara Rural Fire Protection District; Santa Clara Water District; Lane Fire Authority;
